SEGIB: Monitors SSC 
(# of projects, countries involved, roles, topics, budgets)

TOSSD: Monitors ODA 
flows, as defined by the the OECD Development 

Assistance Committee



SDG indicator 17.3 monitors financial flows, but
SSC is mostly technical, with no money flows 
from one country to another

SSC is a legitimate 
contribution to the 

2030 Agenda from the 
Global South

At APC-Colombia, 
SSC activities mobilize >50% of the budget and 
2/3 of the staff. This is not captured by SDG 17.3
